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1.  Remove screws around roller chart panel ONLY, including


     those holding it to the main panel.





2.  Using a No. 6 Allen Head wrench, loosen set screws on LINE


     control knob, and remove it.





3.  Lift out roller chart panel and roller assembly as one unit.
